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MONDAY WORKSHOP    -   LORRAINE CAMPBELL   
FEBRUARY   20th, 27th and MARCH 5th   -   2012  
Watercolour Flowers with a difference!   

For this workshop I am aiming to take all of us a little out of our comfort 
zone with a bit of experimentation and a lot of fun.  

You will need to bring all of the following if you have them.   
¶ watercolour paints  

¶ watercolour brushes including a soft brush about 2 to 3 cm wide  
¶ palettes for mixing large quantities of paint  

¶ white gesso and an old brush for applying -  preferably a flat one  
¶ white tissue paper  

¶ a palette knife  
¶ masking fluid  

¶ sepia acrylic ink if you have any  
¶ water containers  

¶ a large sheet of watercolour paper (at least 300g and preferably rough 

texture) cut into 4 pieces  
¶ masking tape  

¶   
For week 1 you will also need 2 of those pieces of paper stretched or just 

taped onto boards as we will be using lots of water.  
You will also need a picture of bluebell woods (try google) and a sunflower
