Requirements . Good variety of soft pastels. Art Spectrum Colour Fix paper, | will
be using a dark blue colour but any dark colour will do if you prefer something else.
A rigid backing board, with 3 or 4 sheets of newspaper taped to it to allow a little bit
of cushioning, while working. Your colour fix paper is then taped over the top of the
newspaper. Keep all paper as flat as possible, and do not fold pastel paper. If you
have Canson paper, or if you prefer that paper, by all means use it. A kneadable
rubber is always handy, and a stiff bristle brush to correct mistakes. Tissues and
soft cloth to wipe hands. A table easel if you have one as it is better to work with
pastels when your paper is in an upright position. Bring your own reference photos,
sketches etc if you prefer to paint your own original painting. Looking forward to the
workshop, see you all there.

If everyone of our exhibitors takes 2 (TWO) posters, it will lighten the load for
those who regularly trudge around the streets, looking for publicity outlets in shop windows. Itis a
difficult economic climate at the moment, and anything you can do to help bring people to our exhibi-
tions, is a bonus.

The Exhibition at Golden Ponds was quite poorly attended by members last year. This is a
chance to showcase our art works, at very little cost to members, the the committee would appreciate
as much support as possible on this occasion. Rosters will be available at the next general meeting,
for those willing to help in any way.
