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Helen Goldsmith Workshop  
On the weekend of October 30 th  2011 

I attended a still life watercolour work-
shop with one of Australiaôs highly  

regarded artists ï namely  
Helen Goldsmith.   

Artist friend Kath Mears and myself 
spent the day creating artworks from 

still life displays set up in the  
wonderful garden area at  

Wendie Patchôs cafe and gallery at  
The Other Side Cafe,  

at Ghinni Ghinni, near Taree NSW.   
 

Helen Goldsmith is a well known artist from Sawtell NSW and has won over 

300 major awards.  A display of her watercolours was currently showing at 
the gallery, with many works sold on the opening night.  

Easels had been set up in the garden area next to the river, shaded by jaca-
randa trees and softly sighing she -oaks growing along the riverbank, which 

was a perfect place to paint.  About 8 artists participated in the class, some 
local and a few from other areas such as Forster and as far as Sydney.  

I took a bloom of ñThundermakerò iris from my 
garden for one of the displays which Helen 

promptly set up amidst a vase of pretty blue 
cornflowers with some oranges and apples for 

contrasting colour.  We began with small water-
colour studies for composition as a starting 

guide, before moving onto a larger work  
with a black brush pen later in the day.   

Helen made the teaching simple to understand and we all stood in awe at 

her beautifully skilled works rendered so quickly and dripping with glorious 
colour.  

After a gourmet lunch and wonderful 
coffee we picked up our brushes again 

in the afternoon, before a looming 
thundercloud beckoned overhead and 

spits of rain threatened to wash our 
watercolours from the easels.  We hur-

riedly packed up and moved to the up-
stairs attic area of Wendieôs studio 

continuing to paint as the rain drops 
slid in little rivulets down the arched
